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Balance sheet

Turnover fell 3.9% from £32.50m to £31.22m.  Within this figure income from
social housing lettings rose by 20.5% to £15.97m.  Set against this, shared
ownership first tranche sales fell from £11m to £8m.  Income from student lettings
fell, from £5.06m to £4.0m as a result of the sale of The Glasshouse. 

Rent losses from voids on affordable general needs properties fell from 1.62% to
1.37% of rent.

Operating costs were down at £23.67m compared with £26.35m in 2007.  
The cost of shared ownership first tranche sales mirrored the drop in sales 
values, falling from £8.56m to £6.16m. Increases that offset this reduction featured
the following key items: 

- A further write-off of £181k relating to bidding costs for a Private Finance
Initiative project in Derby where Derwent Living is one of two shortlisted
candidates

- An increase of £942k in expenditure on major repairs

The surplus arising on the sales of housing properties principally comprise:  

- 100 bedspaces built for Nottingham University Hospitals and sold back to 
the Trust

- 14 older properties where costs of maintenance did not warrant 
continued investment 

Interest payable fell from £9.64m to £9.14m, reflecting the fall in interest rates that
occurred through the year.
